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People use language because they want to carry messages to others. mThis
can be done both with written and spoken language. For many people,
their language is their identity because a language mirrors both the
culture and history of those who speak it. It is therefore worth the effort
to learn more about the *origins of your own native tongue and study
other languages. There are, however, many ( 2 ) which are on the
*verge of *extinction. As said above, language mirrors the culture and history
of a people, so there are many movements to protect endangered languages.

The U.K. is made up of England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.
Wales has joined a program to *preserve the Welsh Language. When Wales
was united by England in 1536, English became the official language.
*Despite (3 this, the Welsh did not lose their mother tongue. After the
Second World War, the Welsh language also became an official language
and (yboth languages are used in signs and official *documents. Now, 20%
of the population of Wales speak Welsh and that number is increasing.

In Japan, a law was created in 1997 to protect the language and
traditional culture of the Ainu. A lot of speakers of the Ainu language
have greatly disappeared since *the Meiji era and now there are only a
small number of speakers left. However, the names of many places, such
as Sapporo or Ishikari, (5 ) from Ainu words. There are some
“similarities between Japanese and Ainu so g learning more about Ainu can
help us to understand the roots of Japanese, too.

We use language all the time without even thinking about it, but a
language mirrors both the culture and history of those who speak it.
(7 ) English is the major international language of the world, it is still
important for English speakers to learn other languages. The rise of
English has given *a certain amount of power to (gnative speakers, but
sometimes it also makes their weaknesses clear. For example, during
business *negotiations in the EU, English is usually used. However, many
non-natives can also speak other European languages and they often use
them with each other. When they have negotiations with their own
languages, they can understand each other better. This puts *unilingual
English speakers at a disadvantage in negotiations. The number of
*bilingual people in the U.K. is ( 9 ) than that of the *average EU
country. Therefore, many people in the U.K. now feel it is necessary to
learn foreign languages.

Learning one’s own mother tongue with its long history and foreign
languages to understand people from other countries can surely widen each
person’s view of the world.
