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Mother Tongue Development
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As an IB World School, our desire is that students will develop international mindedness through the IB programmes at
Sendai Ikuei Gakuen. Sendai Ikuei Gakuen was founded by principal Rikichi Katoh in 1905. The following 3 Be's are the
attributes that IB students at Sendai Ikuei Gakuen embody and represent the model student as outlined in both the IB mission
statement and the founding values of Sendai Ikuei Gakuen.

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At Sendai Ikuei Gakuen, we think language learning is an essential tool for cultural
understanding. Sendai Ikuei Gakuen is in partnership with Shukoh Junior High School (accreditation pending
2021) are categorised as Article 1 schools according to the Japanese School Education Law. Although more
than 150 international students from diverse cultural and linguistic backgrounds attend the
school, most students are native speakers of Japanese. For this reason, our primary goal is to facilitate learning
based on the national curriculum guidelines and to improve students' understanding and communication skills
in their native language of Japanese (see Language Policy). This is also because we believe that in order to be
able to understand and empathize with other cultures, we must first have a deep understanding of our own
native language and culture. In addition, all IB teachers at Sendai Ikuei Gakuen play an important role in the
development of students' language skills and strive to help students to reinforce their native
language of Japanese in addition to English. To this end, Shukoh Junior High School and
Sendai Ikuei Gakuen provide English language classes, immersion English classes, as well as languages
other than English.
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Streamed English Classes
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We recognise that each student begins junior high school with varied exposure to English. As a result, we have
developed a programme that is tailored to the needs of each student. In order to ensure that this programme is
appropriate for the student, we assess the four skills of English (reading, writing, speaking and listening) through
the Shukoh Junior High School entrance examination, post-entrance assessment tests, and official scores on
external English language tests such as TOEFL and the English Language Proficiency Test. Assessment of the
four skills is based on international standards and students are placed in classes appropriate to their level.

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(3) English Language Diploma Programme (ELDP)
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(1) Immersion Education
Shukoh Junior High School and Sendai Ikuei Gakuen Shukoh Course aim to provide students with
opportunities to improve their academic English and to deepen their knowledge and understanding of different
fields. For example, students entering Shukoh Junior High School in April 2022 will take Design (Technology)
and foreign language classes in English, as well as an extracurricular class once a week in English. Both
Japanese and English-speaking teachers will work together in each subject area in order to reinforce
knowledge and language skills in both languages.

(2) Weblio (Online English Conversation Course)
At Shukoh Junior High School, we offer
Weblio, an online English conversation course
that allows students to practice speaking
English one-on-one with a teacher from the
Philippines. Students can practice
communicating in English with a native teacher
in a variety of scenarios. Students brush up on
their listening and speaking skills while having
the opportunity to interact with other people
from other cultures in English. Students can
take this class about 13 times a year.




(3) English Language Diploma Programme (ELDP)

Sendai Ikuei Gakuen High School has a number of students
who have a high level of English proficiency (Phase 6 or higher
in the MYP English Acquisition Class), and we also offer the
ELDP to these students in their second and third years of high
school, in which all subjects except Japanese are taught in
English. In their second year of high school, MYP graduates
can take this course by transferring to the ELDP at the Tagajo

campus.

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Extra-curricular English classes
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Starting in April 2021, we will offer after-school classes (45 minutes) for students who would like to further
develop their English skills. The classes will be once a week and be offered at the beginner, intermediate and
advanced levels. With a focus on communication, students will gain further opportunities to develop as global
citizens, apply their learning from other subjects, and practice communicating their ideas and opinions in
English, as well as developing their social, critical thinking, and transfer skills. The classes will be composed
of students from the first year to the second year of junior high school and limited to about 20 students in each
class per term (6 months).
